(Reprint) Last time, | began a conversation about why the Bible mentions eight
times an animal called the Unicorn. And little did | realize when | began researching
this seemingly harmless subject what a HUGE can or worms | would be opening! It
turns out that this topic is not only used by some Christian groups to prove the literal
truth of the Bible but it’s also used by non-believers (unsuccessfully | believe) to dis-
miss the Bible as a book of fairy tales.

The question as it was first put to me (with great sarcasm) was, “And so Doc, the
Bible mentions an animal called ‘the unicorn’ eight times. If the Bible is indeed truly
factual, why hasn’t a unicorn fossil been found?” Since | had no idea of what he was
asking, | told him that | never gave the question any thought. And that was that. But
told him that I'd get back to him - which | did not.

Before answering the question, it must first be understood that the animal that
most modern people think of when they hear the word unicorn is not the same ani-
mal mentioned in the Old Testament. When most people today hear the word “uni-
corn” they picture in their minds eye a poster that hangs on the walls of many young
girl’s bedrooms that depicts a mystical, horse-like, creature with a single long pointy
horn protruding from its forehead and usually flying over a rainbow. This beast is an
invented, modern-day, human creation that has never existed.

| will do my very best to keep this simple. The word unicorn made its first appear-
ance in popular culture in the Webster’s Dictionary of 1828. It says clearly that a
unicorn is “an animal with one horn, the monoceros. This name is often applied to
the rhinoceros”. (The word “Monoceros” derives from the Greek word ‘monokeros’
with ‘monos’ meaning ‘only one’ and ‘keras,” which means ‘horn’.) Nothing is said in
Webster about a mystical, horse-like, creature with a single long pointy horn protrud-
ing from its forehead.

When you look up the “rhinoceros” in the same dictionary, Mr. Webster goes on
to say that the animal is “A member of a family of quadrupeds (4-legged critters)
compromised of two species, one of which, the unicorn, has a single horn growing
almost erect from the nose. There is another species rhino with two horns, the bicor-
nis. They are natives to Asia and Africa.”

And so to summarize: The modern-day definition of the word “Unicorn” is that the
creature is a mythical, usually white animal, generally depicted with the body and
head of a horse with long flowing mane and tail and a single often spiraled horn in
the middle of the forehead. Being as this creature was made up in the mind of a story
teller or television commercial writer, of course you’re not going to find any skeletons
in Africa or the lands of the Bible. But this isn’t where it all ends.

It gets even more complicated! Besides the one-horned rhinoceros being the
probable candidate for the Biblical word Unicorn, there is another theory that no one
- except my humble self - has ever thought of. But it will have to wait until next time.
