He has since retired as a farmer but,
being still is just not what Jim does, he can be seen out and
about helping to transport Amish around the community
for jobs and various activities, on top of volunteering for
numerous organizations.

Jim says he is “Honored, happy and humbled to be chosen
as the Henry C. Welles recipient...” His wife Deb was also
extremely involved in the community, but often where she
volunteered, so did Jim.
